Greetings Metropolitan sisters and brothers! This pastor's message comes to us at a time when we
are facing some potential transitions. Later this summer on June 13th the Christian Methodist
Episcopal Church will open its 41st General Conference in Dallas, Texas, wherein one of the first
official actions of the church will be the mandatory retirement of our presiding prelate - Bishop
Lawrence L. Reddick Illl. On Thursday, June 18th, a new bishop will be assigned by the general
conference to lead the work of the Eighth Episcopal District for the next four years. Change is
coming to Texas! With change comes a fair amount of anxiety due to the unknowns; and necessitates
contemplation and introspection for those impacted by it. We should strive to not subject ourselves
to an unreasonable amount of anxiety but rather trust that God is in the midst of our days.
Introspection and contemplation are internal factors that project our faith forward from the dregs
of anxiety and connect us with God. This level of meditation shows us God's work in the midst of the
changes we experience; they deepen our devotion that help us understand our true need for God's
revelation as we walk by faith and not by sight. We must remember we are called to surrender to the
power of God and not surrender our faith to hopelessness. When we feel scared, the last thing we
want to do is press ourselves to be courageous. But through our love for Christ and trust in His
power within us, we can commit our lives to obedience of His commands regardless of the
challenges we may experience along the way.

Like the disciples in the biblical text, we too are called to follow Jesus! But this becomes a tall order
in the face of anxieties, pain and suffering. When we surrender and become obedient to God's
commands, our faith quotient increases, and we position ourselves to better endure the seasons of
uncertainty. Change is inevitable and so are the feelings of anxiety that come along with it, but God
is a very present help in these times. Philippians 1:6 assures us that of a confidence we can take with
us along the journey - "....that the one who began a good work among you will bring it to completion
by the day of Jesus Christ." God's ultimate objective in and through each of us is deliverance to a life
that brings glory to His name. Metropolitan be not dismayed or worried about what is ahead - God
will take care of youl!
