Greetings my Brothers and Sisters, 
 
I first want to thank each of for the support you rendered to Metropolitan during the previous conference 
year, while facing the issues of the pandemic.

He needs a tangible act of 
love to transform his heart and perspective.  The text records that a live coal was placed on his lips, and this 
outward action causes an inner rebirth.  The text later records that Isaiah came to the place where he could 
say "Lord here am I send me."  What will be our response this conference year to the invitation that is before 
us for service?  What shall we bring before the Lord that is unclean and needs the divine touch of God? 
 
Like Isaiah, we all have to struggle with our own shame and self-worth when God approaches with fresh 
opportunities to engage the world around us.  Our guilt and shame can, many times, become prohibitive 
factors to doing the dynamic work that God invites us to.  This text helps us to see that we all can gain 
courage and confidence when we recognize God's love and belief in us.  We must remember that God has 
uniquely and wonderfully made us all for good works.  Every good work that God has begun in each of us, 
He will complete!  God meets us in our guilt, shame, disappointment, and discouragement, ready to do 
whatever is needed to cleanse us, and make us ready for the task set before us.  God offers a cleansing!  A 
cleansing of the way we have understood our relationship to Him, and the way we have understood our 
identity, and our place within His kingdom.  What risks are you willing to take to discover the new life God 
has in store for you and our beloved Metropolitan.  Metropolitan has some new opportunities before that will 
require our faithful efforts to co-labor with God to accomplish them.  What new avenues are you willing to 
take in your relationships toward greater health and wholeness?  What are you willing to reprioritize to shift 
your life into greater alignment with God's will and way?  Our journey will require that we recommit 
ourselves to faithful service and commitment to God's will and way.  Remember that even seemingly small 
choices can develop into new pathways toward a more beautiful existence.

BLACK HISTORY MOMENTS 

  Frederick Douglas “Fritz” Pol-

lard was the first Black head coach 
in the NFL, one of the first two 
Black players in the NFL in 1920, 
and the first Black football player at 
Brown University.  Fritz Pollard’s 
life was a series of first.  When Fritz 
attended Brown University in 1915, 
he became the first Black football 
player at Brown.  When the team 
went to the Rose Bowl in 1916, he 
was the first Black person to play in 

the Rose Bowl, and the first Black player selected to a 
backfield position on Walter Camp’s All-American 
team.  Fritz joined the Akron Pros in 1919 after serving 
in World War I.  The Pros joined the newly founded 
American Professional Football Association (later the 
NFL) in 1920, where Fritz lead the Pros to the first 
championship.  In 1921 Fritz was named co-head coach 
of the Pros becoming the first Black NFL head coach.  
In 1923 while playing for the Hammond Pros, he be-
came the first Black quarterback in the league.  At the 
end of the 1926 season all Black players were removed 
from the league, and never played for NFL again.  In 
1954 Fritz became the second Black player selected to 
the College Football Hall of Fame, and in 2005 was in-
ducted posthumously into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.
